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In order to assess the status of the statements made by the Central Tibetan
Administration in Dharmshala, India, and whether they qualify as official (or
formal) Tibetan opposition to PRC rule, we need to determine whether the
Central Tibetan Administration qualifies as a government in exile. Below, we
first present the international law on the subject of governments in exile.
To qualify as a government in exile in international law, the authority in
question must fulfill four criteria: (1) it must the representative organ of an
international legal person, that is, a state;(2) it must have representative
character:(3) it must be independent; and (4) the government in situ, i.e. that

displaced it, must lack legitimacy under international law.
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
